| have used the techniques in this book to create intricate shadow box art, Christmas
ornaments, unusual picture frames and many more items over the years. Most of the
time people don't believe that the object is made of paper until they pick it up and see
how lightweight it is. Thejewelry is easy to package and ship. Several pieceswill easily
fit into the small priority flat rate mailer for inexpensive shipping.

One important feature of this businessis that the materialsto get started don’'t cost much
at al. You can check the process out to see how well it works for you without having to
make alarge upfront investment.

Y our workspace can be something as simple as a desktop or the kitchen table and you can
keep all of your supplies and equipment stored in alarge plastic container. Thisisthe
perfect business for beginners:

- Graphic to scan, OR several sheets of the same graphic -- or feel free to use my
butterfly graphic. | have placed the image on the last page of this tutorial.
Basic Photo editor if using scanned graphic, and printer
Decoupage Medium — | prefer Royal Coat
Adhesive -1 like to use Quick Grip
Wax paper
4" 24 gauge copper wire
Small metal pin back for making lapel pin or plastic comb if you prefer to make a
hair ornament
Acrylic clear coat finish in matte or shiny



Tools Needed

Various brushes for applying decoupage medium

An orange stick — the kind used to push back fingernail cuticles

A six inch plastic ruler

Assorted small scissors, embroidery and/or manicure scissors work well
Tweezers

Small pliers and cutters for fine gauge wire

Bamboo skewers or toothpicks

| chose this colorful butterfly from a sheet of purchased stickers. Y our picture does not
need to be a sticker, it can be a photograph, or any picture that you like aslong asit can
be scanned to your computer and reproduced so that you have 3 — 4 copies of the same

image in exactly the same size.

Michagl’ s and other craft stores sell sheets of images designed especialy for decoupage.
If you use these images first glue them to card stock or other sturdy paper and glaze them
as noted below before cutting them out.

Another dternative isto purchase a package of note cards with adesign you like and cut
the images from the note cards. Note cards generally come six or twelve to a package.

| have made several of these projects using pictures of antique dolls, as many of my
friends are doll collectors.

| have Microsoft Photodraw bundled into my computer so | use that for most of my
projects. Even abasic photo editor should have the necessary features for you to
complete this part of the project.



Thefirst step isto get aclear, detailed scan of your image. This shows the sticker
scanned.

Once you have the graphic scanned and saved, use your editing tools to cut out the form
of the butterfly (or whatever graphic you plan to have asthe pin). Save the cutout image
to anew file.

Open another new file and import your image to the blank page. Now you can play
around with sizing and positioning.

| found that | could get the four large butterflies needed for the scul pture as well as many
smaller ones on one sheet of 8 ¥2 by 11 paper.

If printing the graphics on your home computer be sureto set the page
aside so theink has plenty of timeto dry.

You can get a better quality graphic sheet by printing out a master copy onto 60 # bright
white cardstock and taking it to a professional copier such as Kinko's or Office Depot.
You should be able to get a nice laser printed full color copy on good bond paper for
under a dollar per sheet. Label the master copy on the back and keep it filed for use in
future projects.

My favorite decoupage medium to useis Roya Coat Decoupage Finish by Plaid. Itis
readily available at most craft stores, is acid free and comesin gloss or satin finish.

Y ou can use any white glue, diluted with water aslong asit driesclear. | prefer to
always use the Royal Coat because | can depend on the results with this product.

Lay your sheet of graphics on wax paper, then using a1’ brush, dip the brush into the
decoupage medium and brush it over your graphics. Thefirst coat should be light and
brush it quickly over the graphic to set theink. Brush only in one direction for each coat.
| generally brush diagonally from the bottom left corner to the top right corner first, then
using overlapping diagonal strokes finish the page from top to bottom. When the first
coat isdry repeat the procedure brushing in the opposite direction.

Tips for applying decoupage medium:

Use severd light coats

Allow the medium to dry between coats

Alternate directions of brush strokes with each coat

Have apair of tweezers handy to pluck out any brush hairs that stick to the page
while the medium is still wet.

Use ahair dryer to speed up drying time. Only do thisif your hairdryer has alow
setting and only useit on low.

Once your graphics sheet is completely dry then you can cut out your pictures.



The paper sculpture butterfly lapel pin usesfour layers of the same
graphic.




Use embroidery and/or manicure scissorsfor cutting out small images and
doing cutaways. Itisvery important that all cuts be very clean

Thefirst layer is the base of the sculpture so it is cut out with the picture completely
intact. Inthiscasel did not try to cut out the antennae, as | knew that | would be
replacing that with wire. Often little detailsin the original picture can be added as
embellishments to the top layer or the project.

Often | will put tiny ribbon bows on my doll pins or usetiny beads as buttons on their
frocks. Theselittle embellishmentswill go on last.

Each successive layer is cut away more and more to reveal the baseimage. For this
sculpture | did cut away most of the body of the butterfly on layers two and three, but left
it on the base and on layer four. | did thisto cut down of the bulk of the sculpture.

Certain elements are | eft intact on each layer to provide contact points for gluing the
sculpture. | kept the top leading edge of the wings and sections of the dotted border
along the bottom of the wings for this sculpture.






The next step isto crease and fold the wings to add dimension. It isthe 3D effect that
makes these paper sculptures really stand out as something special.

Use an orange stick — the kind used to push back nail cuticles—and asmall plastic ruler.
Turn the butterfly over and use the orange stick to lightly crease the wing along the body.

Turn the butterfly back to the front, lay the ruler right against the line of the crease and
gently fold the wing toward the body. Do thisfor each wing.

Next you will curl the wings to enhance the 3D appearance of the sculpture. Do thisthe
same way you would curl ribbon when wrapping a package. Place the orange stick
underneath the wing. Place your thumb on top of the wing with light pressure against the
orange stick. Hold the body of the butterfly with your other hand and then very gently
pull the wing over the orange stick to form acurl. Do thiswith each layer. Be careful
not to tear the wings.

Now you should have four segments curled and ready to glue.



Y ou can use the decoupage medium to glue the layersin place. Paint the back of each
layer completely with the medium, align the layers top and bottom and gently pressinto
place making sure to keep the 3D shape of the butterfly. Let thisdry.

Oncethisisdry usethe clear coat acrylic

= Soluble Gloss Va .

FOR ACRYLICS

Any varnish that is suitable for acrylics will work for this project. You may choose a
gloss finish or matte finish, depending on the look you want to achieve.

| liketo use at least three coats of varnish. Let the surface dry between coats; apply each
coat in adifferent direction. Once you have applied alayer of varnish set the object ina
clean, dust free, ventilated space to dry between coats.



Cut a piece of 24gauge copper wire about 4” long. Fold thewirein half. Useapair of
pliersto crease thefold. Gently pull the wires into the shape of aV. If you have apair of
round nose pliers use them to start asmall circle at the tip of each wire end, squeeze
closed with pliers.

Hold the small circle between your thumb and finger and turn in a circular motion to
make the spiral of the antennae. If you prefer a curly antennae wind each end of the wire
several times around atoothpick or small nail to form atight coil. Remove the toothpick
and using the tweezers grab the end of the wire and gently pull to loosen the coil.

Hold the antennae wire behind the sculpture. When you find the most pleasing
arrangement turn the scul pture over and make a mark where the VV end of thewireis.
Place a dot of adhesive (For this| like to use Quick Grip all-purpose permanent adhesive.
Y ou can buy this at Wal-Mart)

Open up the pin back. Insert theV of the wire between the base layer and the pin back
then place a small piece of cardboard over the pin back so you can push gently to get a
good stick on all three, while protecting your fingers from the adhesive. Make sure that
the pin back is straight. Once the contact feels stable set this aside and allow to dry for
several hours or overnight. Finish the sculpture by sealing the entire front of the pin with
an acrylic glaze. | used ahigh gloss for mine, but a satin finish looks nice as well.



Y ou can also cut a‘button’ of lightweight cardboard and glue that to the back of the
object before gluing the pin back on. Thiswill give a more stable foundation for the pin
back. When using the cardboard button the wire antennae should go between the button
and the back of the object. Then glue the pin back onto the button.

Y ou can see how lovely thisis on the lapel of ajacket. It aso looks fabulouswhen
pinned into a hatband. | aways get loads of compliments when | wear it that way.

Although the finished object isfairly strong it still should be stored in its own small box
or someplace whereit is not likely to be jostled or crushed by other pieces of jewelry. Or
turn it into a piece of wall art when note being worn.



Mount asmall box frame on the wall (without the glass) and put atiny hook in the center.
When the pin back is closed the bar of the pin will rest on the hook giving you an instant
decorative scul pture!

When | made this butterfly | created a specia trinket box to go with it. Asyou can seel
store the butterfly in the lid of the trinket box. | leave the box open. It brings abit of
spring to my room even on the grayest of days. A small decorative frame on the wall
would serve the same purpose.

When the object gets dusty simply wipeit clean with adamp cloth. No worries wearing
thisjewelry in therain, the acrylic finish will protect it. But don’t ever immerseitin
water to clean it asthat may cause it to soften and crumple.



Ten top reasonsto make a 3D paper sculpture object

1. The project makes up quickly. If you want to several at once, print and glaze all
the sheets at the same time. Set up a production line for each step of the process.

2. Eachoneisunique and as original as you want to makeit. Even if you start with
ten sheets of the same image, by altering the subsequent steps and adding
different embellishments you can produce ten different finished items.

3. Theobjects can be easily customized. Add names, photos, make them in special
colors, do themes -- there are many ways to make them special for your customer

4. One of akind gifts are always appreciated, especialy if the recipient knows you
made it especially for them.

5. Combine flowers to make a gorgeous Mother’s day corsage that she will cherish
for years to come.

6. Make unique party favors for bridal showers and baby showers.

7. The materias are very inexpensive. Y ou can make up dozens for less than $10.00
invested in materials.

8. These make special embellishments for scrapbooks, altered books and other forms
of altered art.

9. Bookmarks are afun and whimsical way to use 3D paper sculptures for truly
unique and special gifts.

10. Use the beautiful 3D paper scul ptures you make for custom gift cards, package
decorations or greeting cards

The paper sculptures are very sturdy; however, if you plan to make an object larger than
about six inches such as a picture frame or package decoration, or an object that will be
handled, such as napkin rings, you want to make certain that you have the proper support
for the structure. Things that hang like mobiles and tree ornaments usually don’t need
extra support.

Using tiny images for earrings and pendants does require a bit more skill and patience —
not to mention good eyesight. My weakened vision prevents me from making the very
tiny sculptures any longer, but afew years ago | made a stunning earring and pendant set
of paper snowflakes for my daughter (She runs a ski lodge during the winter) and she till
wears them every season.

The acrylic finish makes the paper strong enough to last along time with appropriate
care.

Artists have tremendous |leeway in creating and
selling One of akind designs, yet it is still advisable to pay attention to color schemes and
design.

Cut down on production time by making several copies of different designs and then
using embel lishments, color, size, position and finish techniques to make each one
unigue.

Offer to customize jewelry to match your buyer’s specia requests. | had ablast making
dinosaur pinsfor agroup of Moms who accompanied their kindergarten kids to the
museum exhibit. Using three basic patterns | was able to quickly create 21 different
pins, which the moms proudly wore even after the trip.

Jewelry is often an impulse buy. Check with your hairdresser to seeif you can put a
display in the shop. Also, local florists, stationary stores (cards and gifts) and even
independent drug store/pharmacies are a good bet for your original work, either on a
consignment basis or they may purchase them outright.

If you sell at fairs and craft shows create an item that reflects the local area such as a state
bird or flower or even the mascot for the local football team.

Be aware of copyright. You cannot legally sell the likeness of Disney Characters, Harry
Potter, or other licensed characters unless you obtain your own license to do so.

Network with other jewelry designers.
